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Are you interested in reflecting on your responsibility toward the poor?
We are called to be compassionate as our God is compassionate (Luke 6:36).  What does the compassion of Christ look like in the modern world?  The JustFaith program helps to address this question. There will be informational meetings in the parish conference room on 1 and 8 September at 7:30 PM.
How do I become someone who really cares for and acts on behalf of the poor and the vulnerable?  This fall, a program called JustFaith will be offered for the sixth year in our parish.  The program is designed to empower and transform participants so that they can become voices for the voiceless and agents of God’s good news to the poor. The program will run from late September 2010 through late May 2011.  

Do participants need to have previous social justice experience or knowledge?
No.  People benefit from JustFaith if they have been involved in social ministry for a long time or if they are newly interested.  
What does the JustFaith program entail?
JustFaith involves groups of about 15 people, who meet for 30 weekly sessions, two weekend retreats and four Saturday immersion experiences.  Overall, this adult formation process extends over 8 months and uses the best adult education practices including books, videos, guest speakers, discussion, prayer, retreats, immersion experiences, and community building.
