THIS SUNDAY’S READINGS:  
Acts 1:1-11; 
Psalm 47:2-3, 6-7, 8-9 
Ephesians 1:17-23; 
Mark 16: 15-20   

 
In today’s Gospel we experience Jesus praying that His 
disciples may be made one, and “consecrated to the truth.” 
St. Francis de Sales notes: 
  
How good and pleasant it is for brothers and sisters to dwell 
together in unity! When two or three or more souls share 
with one another their sacred love and holy affections, and 
establish a single spirit, they experience true friendship. 
Friendships that are sacred, speak truthfully, and praise 
only virtue and God’s love. 
 
For those of us who live in the world and desire to embrace 
true virtue it is necessary to unite together in holy 
friendship. The higher the virtue you share with each other, 
the more perfect your friendship will be. You encourage, 
assist, and lead one another to perform good deeds. 
People walking on level ground do not have to lend one 
another a hand. Yet, those who are on a rugged road hold 
on to one another in order to walk more safely. The only 
connection between them is that of sacred love, which St. 
Paul calls: “the bond of perfection.” This bond of love grows 
in time and takes on new power. It gives us ease and true 
liberty. Its force is gentle, yet so solid. 
  
It is the presence of God’s love in us that leads to an 
authentic love of self, and subsequently, to love others the 
way God desires us to love them. We cherish all creatures 
for love of God. To love our neighbor in holiness is to love 
God in them. Thus, we must not neglect to nurture the 
friendships with our parents, kindred, neighbors and others. 
Yet, we live in a world where everyone is not of the same 
mind and heart. Hence we need particular friendships to 
support us in the many dangerous places we must pass 
through. True friendships are sacred because they come 
from God, lead to God, and will endure eternally in God. 
How good it is to unite our hearts here on earth, as we will 
do in eternity!

DEAR PARISHIONERS: 
 
This weekend we witnessed our young people 
as they stood before us to make a 
commitment to pursue the preparation 
process for the reception of the Sacrament of 

Confirmation. It is an important moment in their lives as they 
strive to deepen their understanding and appreciation of the 
presence of God in their lives. I am proud that so many of 
them are making this effort to know Jesus in a new and  
dynamic way. 
 

This is an opportunity for all of us to reflect on what the 
presence of the Spirit in our lives really means. Our own 
Confirmation may have occurred many years ago, but the 
Spirit among us is something that can continue to be new 
for us as well, as long as we consider this as a real part of 
our spiritual lives. This is the way that we can be an 
effective part of our young people’s pursuit of this 
sacrament.  I ask that you pray for them  and that you strive 
to continue to be the example of faith for them to emulate.  
The gifts of the Holy Spirit are plentiful and, if lived, can 
truly transform the environments in which we live and 
breathe. 
 

We all have a part to play in this, especially as we prepare 
to celebrate the Feast of Pentecost next weekend. Let us 
pray that the Spirit be alive and well in our church. This year 
as we approach this feast we certainly need to pray for our 
young people, but, as a diocese, we should also begin 
praying for the person who will be chosen as our next 
Bishop. In September Bishop Loverde will turn 75, an age 
when Bishops are required to turn in their resignation. It 
does not mean it will be accepted immediately but 
sometime in the months following that resignation, a new 
Bishop will be appointed. This is where the Spirit’s 
presence is essential as Pope Francis considers the 
possibilities of who will lead our diocese. 
 

Join with me in prayer that the Holy Spirit will guide us all.

Pentecost is 
the fiftieth day after Easter. On this day Christians 
celebrate the giving of a new law in the Spirit, the point 
of departure for our universal mission.

Spirit  The psalmist, exhibiting gratitude to God, praises 
divine wisdom and extols certain wonderful features of 
creation. As Christians we have been renewed and 
transformed through the Spirit-filled waters of baptism.

Spirit. We are also called to “renew the face of the 
earth”. God’s work is our work.

JOINT STATEMENT ON DEATH PENALTY 
 

Bishop Loverde recently issued a joint statement with 
Bishop DiLorenzo of the Diocese of Richmond on the death 
penalty which is published in The Arlington Catholic Herald 
May 7

th
 edition and The Catholic Virginian May 11

th 
edition. 

The Bishops write that they want to shift the conversation 
from who should be executed or how to execute them to 
why the death penalty is still being applied in a society that 
has other adequate means to protect itself without taking a 
human life. 
 

They exhort Catholics to fully embrace the “culture of life,” 
which affirms the sanctity of the unborn, the poor and 
vulnerable, immigrants and refugees, and even the “least 
lovable” members of society, those convicted of committing 
heinous crimes. 
 

The Bishops’ statement provides timely teaching in the 
wake of three recent events: failed VA legislation that 
sought to allow compounding pharmacies to mix execution 
drugs in secret; recent arguments before the U.S. Supreme 
Court about Oklahoma’s lethal injection protocol; and a 
letter issued in March by Pope Francis noting there is no 
humane way to take a human life and repeating the call to 
end the use of the death penalty.
