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THE SOLEMNITY OF THE MOST HOLY TRINITY 

Prayer and Liturgy

brother of  Kathy Briggs. 

 

DEAR PARISHIONERS: 
 

Last weekend the church officially recognized 
Archbishop Oscar Romero as a martyr for the 
faith and formally beatified him in a ceremony 

in San Salvador. The mention of his name invokes both 
blessings and curses, depending on which perspective one 
takes. Archbishop Romero was selected as Archbishop 
because the ruling military government at that time 
considered him a quiet scholar who would not involve 
himself in the political strive of the people of San Salvador 
but would become a quiet, saintly presence with no 
interference with government activities. 
 

Within weeks he experienced the murder of one of his 
priests because of the priestôs involvement with workers 
demanding a fair wage from the wealthy landowners who 
were in company with the military leaders. The injustice 
experienced by the poor people of El Salvador and the 
repressive and murderous actions of the government at that 
time created a very hostile environment for anyone who 
wanted to address these issues as a matter of justice. 
 

Priests, nuns and catechists were among the 75,000 people 
who lost their lives during this tumultuous time in the history 
of the people of El Salvador. Archbishop Romero continued 
to be a loud voice speaking for the oppressed people of his 
country. He broadcasted weekly radio messages that spoke 
directly to the issues they faced as a country, with 
challenges to the wealthy and the government leaders to 
correct the injustices that were rampant among the poor of 
the country. He spoke with conviction based upon the 
Vatican II Document calling the church to be fully involved 
in the lives of their people, the encyclical of Paul VI on 
Justice and the call of the Bishops of Central and South 
America at Medellin to have a preferential option for the 
poor. These ideas were incarnate in the ministry of 
Archbishop Romero as he ministered to the poor people of 
his country.  
 

He was murdered by a sniper while celebrating Mass at a 
hospital chapel after having just preached on the Gospel 
about a grain of wheat needing to die to produce new 
life. He certainly embodied that reality in his life and his 
ministry, and how fitting that he should be recognized as a 
martyr of the Church for his willingness to stand up for the 
basic human rights of the poor people of El Salvador. May 
his prayerful intercession and wonderful witness spur us on 
in trying to live the Gospel and to defend the right to life of 
all people from inception until natural death. We are made 
in the image and likeness of God and unfortunately that 
likeness is not always recognized. May we preach justice 
for all by the manner in which we treat each other. We will 
probably not need to face the reality of martyrdom as did 
Archbishop Romero but we are called to emulate his 
witness to the truth of the Gospel.

THIS SUNDAYõS READINGS:  

Deuteronomy 4:32-34, 39-40;

Today, Trinity Sunday, the Church celebrates the three 
Divine Persons in God. St. Francis de Sales states that we, 
as a community, are called to a similar union of pure love:  
 
The pure love of the Trinity overflows into the spiritual 
health of the whole human family. The Holy Spirit, in us 
during this mortal life, leads us to Christ, who is the way to 
the Father. It is the Trinity that has brought about the 
mystery of God becoming human. Our Savior has taken on 
our likeness and given us His. Only in and through Christ 
are we able to participate in the Trinityôs union of pure love.  
 
Our spiritual health is founded on the Incarnation. Our 
Savior was too great a lover of truth and authentic 
goodness to be carried away by greed, ambition, and 
honors that harm us. Our Lord calls us to love one another 
and be united together as purely and perfectly as possible. 
It is only Godôs image and likeness that we ought to love 
and honor in all. St. Paul recommends: ñBeloved, walk the 
way of love for one another as very dear children of God.ò 
Paul adds that he wants us to walk with giant strides as 
Jesus did: loving and forgiving all. We are truly Godôs 
children when we love one another dearly in all goodness of 
heart. 
  
The union of the three Divine Persons is really impossible 
to imagine. It would be presumptuous to hope to reach an 
identical union of love as found in the three Divine Persons. 
Yet we must be willing to approach this union in a manner 
consistent with our human condition. We are all called to 
become holy, but we must rely primarily on Godôs grace, not 
our own human effort, to love divinely. Just as the love of 
the three Divine Persons overflows into the whole human 
family, may our love resemble the Trinity, and overflow into 
the hearts of those we encounter each day.

Mark 14:12-16, 22-26  Like the prophets who acted out 
events to come, Jesus, in breaking the bread and sharing 
the cup, announces His body and blood given up for the 
many. Now in our Eucharist as then in the upper room, 
Christ carries out what He says: we are saved by taking 
part in His passover until He comes.

THE SOLEMNITY OF THE

and was extended to the whole 
Church by Pope Urban IV in 1264. 
This moveable feast is celebrated on the Thursday 
following Holy Trinity Sunday or, as in the United States, on 
the Sunday following that feast. 
 
The Solemnity of Corpus Christi is commonly used as an 
opportunity for public Eucharistic processions, which serve 
as a sign of common faith and adoration.  
Our worship of Jesus in His Body and Blood calls us to offer 
to God our Father a pledge of undivided love and an 
offering of ourselves to the service of others.  
We will have a procession of the Blessed Sacrament after 
the 7:30am Mass on Sunday, June 7

th
. The priest will 

process into the chapel with the monstrance and the chapel 
will be reserved for Adoration until 2:30pm. 
  
Please consider signing up at the Welcome Desk for one-
half hour increments for Adoration. This is a wonderful 
opportunity for families to focus on the Blessed Sacrament 
together, in a peaceful and prayerful environment .
