In today’s readings we are reminded how God’s justice and
mercy work together to care for the human family. St.
Francis de Sales notes:

God is Goodness itself. This infinite goodness of God has
two hands: one is mercy, the other is justice. Justice and
mercy can only thrive where there is goodness. God uses
mercy to have us embrace what is good. Justice uproots
whatever prevents us from experiencing the effects of
God’s goodness. It makes us shun evil.

Those who have a true desire to serve our Lord and flee
from evil should not torment themselves with the thought of
death or divine judgment. The holy fear of those who love
God is a filial reverence for God. They fear displeasing God
simply because God is their most kind and loving father. A
good child does not obey his father because of his power to
punish or disinherit him, but simply because he is his loving
and caring father. Holy fear strengthens our human spirit. It
is full of confidence in the goodness of God. God’s mercy,
seeing that we are clothed in “flesh, a wind” that comes and
goes, never casts us into total ruin. Our Savior’s infinite
mercy always bends towards us.

When sinners are most hardened in sin and are living as if
there is no God, it is then that our Savior allows them to find
His heart full of pity and kind mercy towards them. David,
though he offended God, was always nourished in the
Heart of leniency and divine mercy. Let us reflect how from
eternity God’s goodness tenderly cherished us and
provided for us all the means to progress in sacred love.
Now God provides us the opportunity to do the good that
presents itself and to persevere in the present trial that is
upon us. The greatness of God’s mercy shines forth in the
awe-inspiring deeds of Jesus. What a great reason to
anchor our hope and confidence completely in God’s
mercy!

SAINT MARTHA

Feast DAY JuLy 29

Martha, Mary, and their brother
Lazarus were evidently close
friends of Jesus. He came to
their home simply as a
welcomed guest, rather than as
one celebrating the conversion
of a sinner like Zacchaeus or
qQney yngeremoniously received
by a suspicious Pharisee. The
sisters feel free to call on Jesus
at their brother's death, even
though a return to Judea at that time seems almost certain
death.

No doubt Martha was an active sort of person. On one
occasion, she prepares the meal for Jesus and possibly his
fellow guests and forthrightly states the obvious: All hands
should pitch in to help with the dinner.

Yet, as biblical scholar Father John McKenzie points out,
she need not be rated as an “unrecollected activist.” The
evangelist is emphasizing what our Lord said on several
occasions about the primacy of the spiritual: “...[D]o not
worry about your life, what you will eat [or drink], or about
your body, what you will wear.... But seek first the kingdom
[of God] and his righteousness” (Ma t t B:25%;, 33a); “One
does not live by bread alone” (L u k4etb); “Blessed are they
who hunger and thirst for righteousness...” (Ma t t B:@ay

Martha’s great glory is her simple and strong statement of
faith in Jesus after her brother's death. “Jesus told her, ‘I
am the resurrection and the life; whoever believes in me,
even if he dies, will live, and everyone who lives and
believes in me will never die. Do you believe this?’ She said
to him, ‘Yes, Lord. | have come to believe that you are the
Messiah, the Son of God, the one who is coming into the
world” (J o h1:25-27).

REFLECTION

Scripture commentators point out that in writing his account
of the raising of Lazarus, Saint John intends that we should
see Martha’s words to Mary before Lazarus was raised as a
summons that every Christian must obey. In her saying
“The teacher is here and is asking for you,” Jesus is calling

The weekend of August 20 we will
be celebrating the Sacrament of the

Anointing of the Sick at the
11:30am, 1:30pm and 5:00pm |\
Masses. The Sacrament of the —

Anointing is a sacrament of preparation, of consolation, of
compassion, of inner healing. Through this anointing the
Lord wants to strengthen the sick, to redeem their
sufferings and to prepare them for the final resurrection.
Sometimes this sacrament may lead to physical healing,
but if not, the sick are still strengthened in Christ.

Through the Anointing of the Sick, Christ comforts and
strengthens those who are seriously ill due to sickness,
injury, or old age. The Holy Spirit strengthens the sick
person to deal with the difficulties of his or her illness. The
sick person is united more closely to Christ's passion, so
that the sufferings borne take on new meaning. And, for
those who are approaching death, the Anointing prepares
them for this final journey. The anointing of the sick conveys
several graces and imparts gifts of strengthening in the
Holy Spirit against anxiety, discouragement, and
temptation, and conveys peace and fortitude.

After the Homily during the Anointing of the Sick Masses
that weekend, we will invoke the compassion of Christ the
Healer upon members of our community who are seriously
diminished by age or acute or chronic illness or who face
imminent hospitalization or surgery. People seeking the
grace of the Sacrament of Anointing will be invited forward
(or, if unable, we will go to them), and we will anoint their
foreheads and the palms of their hands with the Oil of the
Sick, blessed by our bishop at the Chrism Mass on Holy
Thursday this year. As a community, we will pray for them
and ask God to grant them healing of mind, body, and soul
according to God's will. Please plan to come to one of
these Masses should you wish to receive this powerful
sacrament.

FROM THE PARISH NURSE:
A "“"RERUN” ON FAINTING

Last week you read an article on the
importance of hydration, especially in the
summer months. With this extraordinary
heat of late, we have witnessed a few fainting (syncope)
and near fainting episodes here at church. There are many
potential causes for syncope ranging from dehydration,
vagal nerve stimulation or an abnormal heart rhythm to
name just a few. However the most common cause this
time of year at a morning Mass would be dehydration. |
want to review basic first aid procedures for helping
someone who experiences syncope or near syncope.

Have the patient lie down i mme d i H heeol she is in a
pew, clear the pew so the patient can lie flat with the legs
elevated by a few hymnals. Apply a cold compress to the
back of the neck and/or forehead and attempt to stimulate
the patient to consciousness by speaking his or her name,
shoulder tapping, or a pinch.**

Keep the patient face upward f o r
blood flow returns to the brain and they are talking and
making sense. Then slowly sit him or her up, assist the
patient into a wheelchair for transport out of the sanctuary
and provide fluids immediately. If the patient begins to pass
out again assist him or her carefully onto the floor protecting
the head, elevate the legs and call 911.

If a fainting episode occurs elsewhere in the building,
simply help the patient to the floor (if near a wall help them
to slide down) and elevate the legs. Again provide cool
compresses to the forehead and back of the neck. Don ot
try and walk the patient! It may take several minutes before
he or she is able to sit up and begin drinking fluids. Get a
wheelchair from the ushers’ closet to the left of the chapel
for transport. Under n ocircumstances may the patient drive
anywhere.

Please go to our website and reread the Parish Nurse
bulletin article from July 3, 2016. As a reminder, when you
wake up each morning begin drinking fluids immediately
(not just coffee or tea, which are naturally dehydrators). It's
also a good rule for everyone to eat something before
leaving the house, even if it's just a protein bar.

Just like an automobile needs fuel to run, so does our body!
We can'’t let our tanks go too empty without feeling the
natural consequences.
