U\ it is not possible to avoid political topics. | agree that we should not become partisan in our expression on

: specifics topics, but in my opinion it is impossible to preach the Gospel without entering into political issues.
This is not something new, but a recurring part of evangelizing according to Gospel standards.

Are we not entering into political topics when we address the issue of abortion, or health care, or religious freedom or
economic principles, etc.? The main concern of anyone who preaches in the Catholic world is to be motivated by the Gospel
principles clearly delineated for us in the Gospels themselves. While Jesus may not have addressed specific topics such as
environmental issues, abortion and birth control, He has given us the guiding principles that should underlie all that we teach
and preach. The basic tenet taught by the Gospels is the absolute respect that we should all have for the dignity of human
life at every stage and the advocating of the proper uses of the resources that continue to support and nourish that wonderful
gift of life.

When we start giving homilies that support a particular political personage, we have overstepped the boundaries that are
expected of us. But when we address issues, regardless of which party or political figure supports them, we are doing what
the Church expects of us and fulfilling our role as preachers of the Gospel. A recent issue that created controversy was the
environment. We look at the environment as a gift from God to be used properly by us and not abused, because this gift is
intended for all people and not only the privileged. There is no doubt that current standards have impacted the environment
in a way that is detrimental to all of us in the long run. The Church has dealt with this at both the papal level (and not just
Pope Francis) and our own United States Conference of Catholic Bishops. The more our natural resources are abused, the
greater the negative impact on the world in which we live and consequently on the lives of those who live in it.

Is this a political topic? Cer t ai nl'y. The Churchés interest in this topdf
all, not to advocate a position favoring a particular political agenda or person but to demonstrate that this issue does enter
into the area of concern as delineated for us by the Gospel that Jesus lived and taught. As Church, we, including Saint John
Neumann parish, follow the dictates of the Gospel as delineated for us by the authoritative teachings of the Church and we
are not endorsing or being influenced by the Rush Limbaughs or the Barack Obamas of the world. We are preaching Jesus
Christ. It is not a bad thing to be challenged in what we believe. How we live and our reaction to challenging words should
not be to label them as left or right wing attacks but rather as an opportunity to grow. No one needs to accept everything they
hear from the pulpit, but | would hope that people do take the opportunity to be challenged in their faith because that is the
only way we will grow. You are intelligent, well-meaning people of faith; just make sure you do not shut the door on a
possibility to grow deeper in your understanding and your living of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

It has been brought to my attention that once again we are experiencing a situation where unknown individuals are
approaching parishioners outside of the church before and after Masses begging for money. It is not appropriate for you to
support this behavior as it opens us up to an increase in this type of activity. If you are approached, please invite them to
come to the Parish Office during business hours and we will assess their need and our ability to help them.
